The summer was a busy time 
for us down in the Amazon.  We had 
2 visiting mission teams from New 
Hope Fellowship in Springdale, AR 
come down and work with us.  In 
June one of the teams worked with 
the children in Iquitos and  
surrounding areas.  In July another 
team went downriver working in 
different villages on the Amazon. My 
thanks to those that  gave of 
themselves to promote God’s 
Kingdom here in Peru.  

We’ve also started working in 
a house church in Iquitos.  In June, 
Pastor Hugo came to me after 
resigning his post at a local church.  
He wanted me to speak to a group of 
people meeting at a house church.  
About 30 people attended, but only 
one of them said he understood what 
he read in the Bible.  I meet with 
them once each week to teach them 
how to interpret God’s Word and 
apply it to their lives in their culture.  
We are learning to tell stories from 
the Bible so they can use these stories 
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to disciple someone else.  In Acts 
2:43-47, this is the way we can affect 
others for Christ.  In order for the 
Kingdom of God to be multiplied, we 
must make disciples of others.  Each 
Christian should invest in another; 
showing them the Bible truths and how 
they have affected his life.  This is the 
basis of our ministry.  To understand 
more I recommend reading “The Great 
Omission” by Steve Saint, “Peace 
Child” and “Eternity in Their Hearts” 
by Don Richardson.

His pain at the death of his 
brother and of his daughter is 
evident.  He has become 
disheartened by the many pastors 
who promise to help him and then 
never contact him again.  Each time 
he has been ready to go, the 
nomadic tribe of the Remo Auca 
moves again.  The Amazon is 
roughly the size of the continental 
United States and the only way to 
locate this tribe is by boat and 
walking through the jungles.

The mission team from New 
Hope Fellowship introduced the 
children in our program to the art of 
“storying.”  Bible stories are told 
and then acted out in drama form.  
The children rehearse the story and 
then retell it to their family and 
friends. We practiced the story of 
Creation, Abraham, Noah and 
Adam & Eve.  The children were so 
excited and  picked it up so 
quickly!  They performed at a local 
church, an orphanage and another 
village where they taught those 
children how to act them out.  We 
have created a drama team of 10 
older children to learn more stories 
from the Bible and help teach them 
to others promoting discipleship 
among the children of Iquitos!  Our 
“seeds of love” are growing and 
spreading the gospel!
