Jesus teaches on that same subject with these words: “Therefore do 
not be anxious for tomorrow; for tomorrow will care for itself. Each 
day has enough trouble of its own.” Matthew 6:34. 
 
This past month has been an interesting experience for me. On one 
side of the scale, a lot of pain; a lot of what I call “goofy-brain 
syndrome” because of the pain medication; a near-total loss of 
appetite; and a lot of escaping into the blessedness of sleep every 
chance I get. On the good side of the scale, an outpouring of prayers 
and calls and visits and cards and food from you sweet ladies at New 
Hope.  Until you have been on the receiving end of such love, you 
likely will not understand how much it means. Let me just say that if 
you only have time to send a card, send a card. A simple card 
expressing love or encouragement can change the entire day for its 
recipient. And here is the reason - it can remind us of God’s eternal 
truths.  
 
See, our world narrows down to just self when that self is filled with 
pain. All other things and all other people tend to fade into the 
shadowy background. No matter how long we have been a Christian, 
no matter how strong our faith, when physical pain overwhelms us it 
affects every part of us. Our actions are restricted; our daily routine 
is out the window; our reasoning is skewed and situations never 
before contemplated can become large in our mind. Like worrying 
about tomorrow.  
 
Yes I, who seldom worry about anything, found myself worrying 
about tomorrow. Now, please understand, it was not the possibility 
of dying that worried me, but rather of living without recovering to 
the point of being able to care for myself.  If God were to allow me 
to choose, I would instantly choose death over dependence.  
Knowing He is probably not going to give me that choice, I worried.

Tomato Cucumber Salad 

2 large cucumbers, halved lengthwise, seeded and sliced 
1/3 cup red wine vinegar 
1 tablespoon white sugar 
1 teaspoon salt 
3 large tomatoes, seeded and coarsely chopped 
2/3 cup coarsely chopped red onion 
1/2 cup chopped fresh basil leaf (optional) 
3 tablespoons extra virgin olive oil 
salt and pepper 
 
In a large bowl, toss together the cucumbers, vinegar, sugar and 
salt. Let stand at room temperature for an hour, stirring 
occasionally. Add tomatoes, onion, basil and oil to the 
cucumbers and toss to blend. Season to taste with salt and 
pepper. Recipe makes 6 servings. 

For the past three years our women’s ministry has helped 
support a women’s conference in Romania. It started with 
40 women and this year they are looking at 120 plus. It has 
been exciting for us to be a part of this and watch it grow. 
God is at work in Romania. This year our women have 
prepared and will be sending about 140 decorated bags 
along with table decorations, etc. A big thank you to Susan 
Bright and all the women that worked on this project at 
Sonshine Mountain.
